Formerly
the Berks County Association for the
Blind, Vision Resource Center of Berks
County provides an environment
where people can be a part of their
community with equal
opportunities to lead
fulfilling lives.

Services provided in-
clude preschool vision
screenings, sight loss sup-
port group, individual
counseling, socialization
and recreational programs,
educational programs,
Spanish-speaking support services, intake
appointments, transportation services, and
a sheltered workshop program. VRC re-
cently opened a low vision store at their
headquarters. The items in the low vision

store are to make independence with a 
visual impairment easier for
the person.
