I have to acknowledge the “laws of man” such
as building codes or zoning. Eventually 
I “figure it out.” Then I can provide an
engineering design, a development plan, or a
considered opinion.  When I sign and seal my
engineering work you can rely that I have
done this work honestly and faithfully to the
best of my ability.
